
CONSENT FOR COUNSELING SERVICES TO CHILD(REN)

Clients Who Are Dependents:

If you are requesting services for a child(ren) as the guardian, the parent, or Managing Conservator/Possessor Conservator of that child, it will be critical that the child trust the therapist.  With your understanding in advance, we shall keep what your child says/does confidential.

If we think it would be helpful to share a specific detail with you, we shall first ask the child's permission to do so, or we shall encourage the child to do so.  It is important to the therapy process that he/she does not think the parent and the therapist are conspiring against him/her in any way.  You have the right and responsibility to question the therapy process, to understand the nature of activities with the child, and to be informed of the child's progress.  We have the right to use our clinical discretion as to what is appropriate disclosure.  We shall review the child's progress in therapy with you, and we want to obtain feedback from you regarding your interactions with the child and observations of the child in various settings.  In this way, we shall work as a team.  We shall value your consultations with us and your involvement.  We shall discuss with you how you can participate effectively in the child's treatment and progress outside of therapy.

Client Rights:
Clients are also assured of confidentiality, which is a protected ethical right and a California state law, subject to legal limits.  Cases may be discussed with other therapists within this agency in order to provide continuing care and/or treatment options.  Should we  believe it beneficial to us and to you to consult with another professional outside our agency regarding  your case, we shall notify you and obtain a release of information signed by you.  At times, we may seek professional supervision or consultation of the case without identification of the client in any way.  There are some exceptions to confidentiality, which are addressed below.

Duty To Warn - Confidentiality
The following are exceptions to confidentiality:

· We are required by law to report any incidence of suspected child abuse, neglect, or molestation in  order to protect the child involved.
· In legal cases, we or our records may be subpoenaed by the court system.
· Whenever obligated by law or a judge to share confidential information.
· Whenever there is a legal exception to confidentiality.
· You authorize us to notify relevant other (including a possible victim) and/or law enforcement authorities, if we judge that a client has an intention to harm self or others.

Other Exceptions to Confidentiality are as follows:
· Managed care organizations usually require that we consult with their case managers and  provide progress updates to their organization.  This is how their personnel determines whether to provide you with necessary authorization for visits.  If you have a managed care plan, we have no control over the data required by your organization once it leaves our office.

· Insurance verification

· In divorce cases in which parents share joint custody, either parent has a right to the child's record, unless otherwise stipulated in the divorce decrees.

Late Policy: Counselees more than 15 minutes late to their scheduled appointment will be asked to re-schedule. It is to the counselee’s advantage to be timely in order to receive the full benefit of the scheduled appointment. 

Cancellations or Reschedules: In the event you need to reschedule or cancel an appointment we ask that you call 24 hours in advance. This allows us to reschedule others who are waiting. If you fail to cancel an appointment 24 hours in advance, you will be charged the full rate for the missed appointment. As a courtesy to the counselee, the counselor may make a call within 48 hours of the appointment, reminding the counselee of their appointment.  The call will be made to the number given by the counselee. The counselor will not leave a message concerning the nature of the call, on an answering machine or to anyone other than the said counselee. 

Session Length: A typical session is 60 minutes, which consists of up to 50 minutes in session and 10 minutes of paperwork completion. If the issues presented indicate a need for intensive clinical counseling or psychotherapy, then in accordance with Christian Counseling Department policy, appropriate referrals will be made. 

Fees: 80.00 per session, sliding scale also available for those who are in need.  
Waiver of Liability: In consideration for receiving counseling from His Family Services Christian Counseling Ministries, the person receiving counseling agrees to release and waive any and all claims of any kind against the Professional Christian Counselor and the Christian Counseling Department / Supervisor which may arise from, result out of, or be related to their counsel or conduct. 

Electronic & Phone Sessions:  An electronic or phone session is defined as a counseling session conducted via internet video/audio conferencing or telephone. Advancements in technology have enabled the use of video counseling and coaching sessions that are very near an in-person experience. However, technology does not always cooperate. If an electronic session is scheduled and there is a technical difficulty where a video session is not possible, a phone session will be provided as an equivalent service.

*We cannot provide services if doing so could pose a danger to yourself or others, such as when you are operating a vehicle. You are responsible to be in a safe situation when you join your therapy session. If you are not in a safe situation at the time of your appointment you are still financially responsible for the time reserved. 

Online Counseling: Our counselors abide by the state(s) in which they physically practice. They may not be credentialed with the state you are physically present in when accessing services via online counseling. Regardless of where you physically are when accessing counseling services online, we understand you to be “coming to” your therapist, by way of the technology, in the state they are physically present. By electing to receive services by way of online counseling you consent to therapy with this understanding. 

Referrals: When issues arise beyond staff scope of expertise, referral is suggested. In suggesting referral to outside agencies, the Christian Counseling Department does not provide endorsement or guaranteed results in overcoming issues. The counselee takes full responsibility for seeking out the proper treatment. Therefore, it is incumbent upon the counselee to seek out the desired “fit” regarding Professional Christian Counsel.
